Mission and Objective

We, A Village At Work (AVAW), in collaboration with Boston Architectural College and the National Organization of Minority Architects, are pleased to submit this proposal in response to the 90 Windsor Street RFP issued by the United Neighbors of Lower Roxbury on July 15, 2006.  We propose to restore the Property, namely 90 Windsor Street, to active and productive use as a community center focused on empowering the local community through Cultural Arts and Leadership Development.  

When the United Neighbors of Lower Roxbury (UNLR) bought the building in 1978, their vision was to develop a center that would offer a multitude of services for the community. Since then, the building has fallen into disrepair and has not been used since 1997. AVAW was formed to rehabilitate the center to honor the hopes and vision of the community.

AVAW proposes to redevelop the 4800 square foot property located 90 Windsor Street, into a multi-use cultural center that would fulfill the following goals:

· Help build a sense of community and belonging among neighborhood residents;

· Help strengthen partnerships between the community center, local residents, state agencies and other community organizations; 

· Cultivate an environment for the arts, sciences and culture; 

· Provide opportunities, including through shared and self-learning, for social activities and educational programming to adults and children, of all ages, with a special emphasis on those most at risk; 

· Organize and offer opportunities for civic engagement; 

· Provide a space, including rental offices for individuals and groups to conduct activities that are in line with the centers goals. 

· Provide an example of ecological design for the neighborhood and to provide a catalyst for future ecological planning and construction in the neighborhood through the use of material recycling, water collection, alternative energies, biological materials and plantings.

· Provide adjoining external public spaces and landscaping for outdoor events.
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I. Programming

AVAW is invested in a community process that allows the community voice to be heard. There will be two phases: 1.Community Organizing and Goal Setting, and 2. Implementation of the Community’s Goals. North Eastern University will be partnering with us in order to conduct a comprehensive community needs assessment, surveying the neighborhood and conducting community meetings. During the pre-construction phase, a committee will be formed to examine the community assessment process and available funding. To insure that the center represents the collective vision of the community the program and goal implementation the committee will be represented by residents, local school leaders, non-profit leaders, and community activists.

In the Implementation of Community Goals phase, the findings of the assessment will be used in the development of our service delivery model and capital plan. In addition, it will provide the community with a base line of information to measure the impact of services for long term program planning and evaluation. A Village at Work proposes to provide multi-level programming that creates common ground in which members of the community young and old can come to discuss issues of value and importance to their lives.

II. Partnership/Fundraising

AVAW is currently partnering with the following organizations: Boston Architectural Colleges’ DESIGN BUILD Program who has agreed to a Spring 2009 design build studio estimating at $30,000 in labor and materials, the Boston Chapter of the National Organization of Minority Architects, Architects for Humanity, Youth Build, and North Eastern University.  AVAW will lead this team of consultants and community members through the full completion of the project, expected in Fall 2010.  In collaboration with the South End Lower Roxbury Land Trust, Urban Ecology Institute, and local residents, AVAW is committed to preserving existing open green space adjacent to the property. 
AVAW will seek out new partners who are committed to healthy communities, who will contribute to the process of creating innovative programming that respond to community needs, help identify and reduce overlap and gaps in services, and help to leverage resources and support from public and private sources.

Fundraising is also a major component of the Core & Shell phase.  After receiving the authority to proceed with this project, AVAW will formally establish as a 503B non-profit organization or operate under the auspices of UNLR or another appropriate entity, in order to officially obtain the right to raise funds for the UNLR Cultural Center at 90 Windsor Street.  In December of 2008, AVAW will launch a major fundraising and capital campaign to achieve its 1,000,000 fundraising budget for the first year. We estimate that 50% of revenue will come from private sources. Several grant applications as well as a fund-raising auction are being explored with the focus of creating an endowment for this center and its program.

III. Project Approach Timeline

The two main phases of this proposal are Phase I – Core & Shell and Phase II – BAC/NOMA.  The following timeline provides an outline of how this project can be phased to build momentum as we move forward.

PHASE I – CORE & SHELL

During this phase AVAW will meet the financial goals outlined in the RFP by securing funds to cover the modest legal fees and closing costs associated with the redevelopment of the Property.  Given the authority to proceed with this project, AVAW would assume the responsibility for paying the outstanding taxes.  We have already secured a $10,000.00 commitment from a local businessman, Kevin Hicks of Kevin D. Hicks Insurance Company, to be used towards tax abatement for the 90 Windsor Street property taxes, as soon as AVAW is authorized to proceed with the development of the UNLR Cultural Center project.

There will be a professional assessment of the existing building during this phase of the project, thereby allowing us to make informed decisions about how to best proceed with the building’s re-use, particularly in terms of possible structural concerns and the potential presence of hazardous building materials.  After safety concerns are addressed, the building can then be used in accordance with the Certificate of Occupancy currently on file.  By using the Property for meetings of UNLR, AVAW, and other local non-profit community groups, we will also stop the accrual of additional taxes. 

PHASE II – BAC/NOMA

For over 30 years, the National Organization of Minority Architects has provided a  “point of departure” for architects of cultural diversity in conjunction with the American Institute of Architects. By “point of departure,” the 2008 theme for the NOMA Student Design Competition, we regard the resources that were not made available to people of color before the civil rights movement, analyze the process by which it did become available; and then attempt to transform it by building structures that house the mentorship and cultural programs that instill such values. 

In 2010, Boston Massachusetts will have the honor to host the 2010 National Organization of Minority Architects Conference. The ability to revitalize urban landscapes, architecturally involves an empathetic understanding of the site’s urban fabric, and also and attitude that encourages teamwork and diversity—while bringing to light, the positivity of a Diaspora that has often times been ignored. The proposed site for this competition is 90 Windsor Street, the parcel adjacent to the Frederick Douglass Peace Park, owned by the United Neighbors of Lower Roxbury.

This competition calls for ideas in the making of  UNLR’s Cultural Center.

· Implementation of Conceptual Idea

· Cultural Expression

· Design Excellence 

· Sustainable Strategies

Rules of Entry:
· Open to all NOMAS Chapters and NOMAS members.

· All team members must be financial (paid) members of NOMAS. 

· Only one entry per NOMAS Chapter and/or school will be accepted

· Every entry must be issued a written acknowledgement from your regional University Liason.

There is no entry fee. 

IV. Proposed Terms, Including UNLR’s Rights of Ongoing Access

United Neighbors of Lower Roxbury will remain sole proprietors of the building in which the Center will be housed.  The building will be the primary location for UNLR meetings and functions. UNLR will appoint an executive member to act as liaison between its organization and the Cultural Center as a separate entity. Other terms will be negotiated between UNLR members and the Cultural Center Committee.

APPENDIX 1 – CORPORATE PROFILES

· A Village at Work

AVAW is a consortium of individuals deeply connected to the UNLR community who have come together to make the community center a reality.  After receiving the authority to proceed with this project, AVAW will formally establish as a 503b non-profit organization or operate under the auspices of UNLR or another appropriate 503b organization, thereby obtaining the appropriate authority to raise funds to be used for the 90 Windsor Street property.

· Boston Architectural College

Boston Architectural Colleges’ DESIGN BUILD Program. BAC has teamed up with this neighborhood on successful projects in the past and the BAC continues to show its interest in the UNLR community by providing support for this project.  Recent successful projects include pro bono work for he South End/Lower Roxbury Open Space Land Trust (SELROSLT) and the Frederick Douglass Peace Garden.

· National Organization of Minority Architects (NOMA)

NOMA, is a professional organization of minority architects with an interest on increasing opportunities for young architects from underserved communities.  NOMA will sponsor a national architectural design competition focused on the development UNLR Community Center.  This will also provide additional fundraising streams as well as materials to be used for fundraising.  This competition will provide progressive solutions to the potential development of the current building and site, while bringing national attention to this project for fundraising opportunities.  It also sets up a relationship where professional architectural services are offered through NOMA to mentor the students involved in the competition.  This competition will be structured so that the community will decide what is built and has ownership of the project.

· Trin-Ma Construction

Having developed projects with budgets ranging $1,000,000 to $4,999,99, Trin-Ma Construction is a local real estate developer with 15 years of experience in the Boston area.  Trin-Ma employs local workers and is rooted in the community, 9. Preliminary estimates have been provided by Trin-Ma for the initial phase of the 90 Windsor Street project (See Appendix 4-5).

APPENDIX 2 – BIOGRAPHIES  (listed alphabetically)

AVAW members have worked together on successful projects in the past.  Highly credentialed as well as rooted in this community, these individuals bring their talents and skills for community organizing and development to the 90 Windsor Street revitalization project.

· Nataka S. Crayton, Community Organizer

Nataka S. Crayton, is completing her Masters in Community Economic Development at Southern NH University and is currently working as a bookkeeper. With more than 15 years of experience in the non-profit sector, Nataka S. Crayton has worked in human and social service administration and management. In her consulting capacity, Ms. Crayton worked as a consultant, developing administrative and financial procedures and assisted in the opening of two new child development programs. 

In 1995, Ms. Crayton, founded a non-profit organization, providing information and referrals, youth programs, and a food program which continues to serve more than 300 individuals and families in the Greater Boston area. A lifetime, advocate for the underserved, Ms. Crayton raised more than $50,000 in private funding to provide emergency support services for individuals and families.  As a community activist, she has and continues to be a catalyst for a number of projects including Humanitarian day in Boston serving almost 1000 homeless and needy, providing winter clothing and health screening. Ms. Crayton lead on several community improvement projects including the Fredrick Douglas Peace Garden which currently hosts several annual cultural events. In 1996, Ms. Crayton was nominated for her stewardship by the Urban Ecology Institute to receive the REI Stewardship award for environmental leadership and community engagement.

· Charles Garcia, Assoc. AIA, BAC designBUILD Instructor

Charles Garcia holds a Master's in Architecture degree and is currently working in a design studio based in Roxbury that focuses on projects in the urban realm with thought to alternative energy practices. In the past 10 years, Charles has been a part of grassroots building projects in his hometown of Memphis, East St. Louis, Detroit, and abroad in rural Mexico and Mumbai, India. Furthermore, Charles has been an instructor at the Boston Architectural College since 2007, most recently co-teaching the design/build studio for Frederick Douglass Peace Park. With a commitment to the Lower Roxbury community borne of the Peace Park project, Charles brings his experience in architectural design and construction as a consultant to AVAW, and as an instructor at the BAC, who has committed their resources to the rehabilitation of the Community Center.

· Lisa Gomes, M. Arch. Student, NOMAS

Lisa Gomes received her Bachelor of Design Studies in Design Computing from the Boston Architectural College (BAC) in 2007, where she also won a Commends Award for having an outstanding undergraduate thesis project.  Currently, Ms. Gomes is working towards her Master of Architecture (M. Arch.) degree at the BAC. She has made significant design contributions to the Fredrick Douglass Peace Park project as a part of the 2008 designBUILD studio, specifically designing the Frederick Douglass memory concrete mural for the stage area of the park.  During this time, Ms. Gomes also taught an undergraduate course in Design Computing Research at the BAC.

In 2007, Lisa Gomes volunteered for the BAC-MIT Solar Decathlon team and worked on the Solar7 project, a solar home for the U.S. Department of Energy-sponsored architectural competition.  She has also been an active member of the Urban Artists Initiative, of the Connecticut Commission on the Arts, which focuses on the business aspects of being an artist as well as the revitalization of communities through the arts.  Professionally, she has worked in the fields of architecture, graphic and web design, and business strategy consulting.
